The devotion is 
rooted in the mystery of the Incarnation; it is precisely 
through the Heart of Jesus that the Love of God for 
humanity is sublimely manifested. 

This is why authentic devotion to the Sacred Heart 
has retained all its effectiveness and especially attracts souls 
thirsting for God’s mercy who find in it the inexhaustible 
source from which to draw the water of Life that 
can irrigate the deserts of the soul arid make hope flourish 
anew.
