SAINT JOHN PAUL II 
Pope 

 
Saint Pope John Paul II was born May 18th, 1920, 
the third child to Karol Wojtyla and Emilia nee 
Kaczorowska, in Wadowice about 50 Km from 
Krakow. June 20, 1920 he was baptized Karol Jozef in the parish 
church of his home town. There he also received Holy 
Communion for the first time when he was 9 years old and was 
confirmed at the age of 18. In 1929 his mother died and in 1941 
his father followed her. In 1939, during the Nazi occupation Karol 
worked in a Quarry and later in a chemical factory to earn his 
living. In 1942 Karol Wojtyla became aware of his call to the 
priesthood and began courses in the clandestine seminary of 
Krakow. After the Second World War he continued his studies 
and was ordained Nov. 1, 1946 to the priesthood. Pope Pius XII 
appointed him Bishop of Krakow and was consecrated September 
28, 1958. January 13, 1964 he was appointed archbishop of 
Krakow and was elevated to Cardinal June 26, 1967. He 
participated in Vatican Council II.  On October 16, 1978 the 
Cardinals elected him Pope.  Karol Jozef Wojtyla took the name 
John Paul II. As pope he made 104 pastoral visits outside of Italy 
and 146 within ItalyHis love for youth brought him to establish 
World Youth Day. He celebrated 19. He celebrated 147 
beatification ceremonies during which he proclaimed 1338 
Blessed and 51 canonization for a total of 482 saints. He 
expanded the College of Cardinals, creating 231 Cardinals. He is 
the author of many books. John Paul II died April 2, 2005 and his 
funeral was held April 8, 2005. His beatification took place on 
May 1, 2011 by Pope Benedict XVI. On April 27, 2014 he was 
canonized by Pope Francis.

ST. JOHN OF CAPISTRANO 
Priest, Patron of Jurists 

 
St. John was born 1385 in Capistrano, Italy. He 
was the son of a German Knight living in 

Capistrano. He studied law at the University of Perugia and 
practiced law in the courts of Naples. King Ladislas appointed 
him governor of Perugia. During a war with a neighbouring town 
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he was betrayed and imprisoned. Upon his release in 1416 he 
entered the Franciscan community. After his ordination he 
traveled throughout Italy, Germany, Bohemia, Austria, Hungary, 
Poland and Russia preaching penance. He had a great devotion to 
the Holy Name of Jesus and His Mother. When Mohammed II 
threatened Vienna and Rome with invasion, St. John, at the age of 
seventy, was commissioned by Pope Callistus II to preach and 
lead a crusade against the Turks. Marching at the head of 70,000 
Christians, he gained victory against the Turks in 1456. He died 3 
months later in Hungary. 
 

Lord, you raised up St. John to console Your people in their 
distress.
