St. Cecilia was born into a noble family about
the year 214 and was brought up in the
Christian Faith from infancy. She vowed her
virginity to God and in the spirit of this promise shunned the
pleasures and vanities of the world. Cecilia excelled in music and
used this gift to compose Hymns in God’s honour. Against her
wishes she was given in marriage to Valerian in whom she
confided and told of her vow she made to God. Valerian being
moved by her words did not touch her. He started to believe in
Christianity and was baptized by Pope Urban. Valerian
summoned his brother Tiburtius, whom Cecilia also instructed in
the Faith, to be baptized. Under the prefect Almachius, sometime
between the years 161 and 192 the brothers first and a few days
later Cecilia suffered martyrdom.

Andrew Dung-Lac and Peter Thi, Viethamese priests, were
beheaded December 21, 1839. In the 18" century 117 people were
martyred. They were canonized and are Saints of the Church. 96
Martyrs were Vietnamese; 37 of them priests and 59 lay people of
every state in life. 21 Martyrs were from Spain and France;
among them were 8 bishops and 13 priests. These martyrs gave
their lives not only for the Church but for Vietnam as well.
