        SAINT IGNATIUS OF ANTIOCH 
 

                         The second Bishop of Antioch, Syria, this disciple   
                         of the beloved Disciple John was consecrated  
                         Bishop around the year 69 by the Apostle Peter, the  
                         first Pope. A holy man who was deeply loved by 
the Christian faithful, he always made it his special care to defend 
"orthodoxy" (right teaching) and "orthopraxy" (right practice) 
among the early Christians.  
In 107, during the reign of the brutal Emperor Trajan, this holy 
Bishop was wrongfully sentenced to death because he refused to 
renounce the Christian faith. He was taken under guard to Rome 
where he was to be brutally devoured by wild beasts in a public 
spectacle. He made good use of the time by writing seven letters of 
encouragement, instruction and inspiration to the Christians in 
those communities. We still have these letters as a great treasure of 
the Church today. It was Bishop Ignatius who first used the term 
"catholic" to describe the whole Church. These letters connect us 
to the early Church and the unbroken, clear teaching of the Apostles 
which was given to them directly by Jesus Christ. They also reveal 
the holiness of a man of God who became himself a living letter of 
Christ. The shedding his blood in the witness of holy martyrdom 
was the culmination of a life lived conformed to Jesus Christ. 
Ignatius sought to offer himself, in Christ, for the sake of the 
Church which he loved. His holy martyrdom occurred in the year 
107. May nothing entice me till I happily make my way to Jesus 
Christ! Fire, cross, struggles with wild beasts, wrenching of bones, 
mangling of limbs-let them come to me, provided only I make my 
way to Jesus Christ. I would rather die and come to Jesus Christ 
than be king over the entire earth. Him I seek who died for us; him 
I love who rose again because of us."

ST. JOHN PAULL II  
Patron of World Youth Day  

 
“Karol J. Wojtyla, known as John Paul II since  
his October 1978 election to the papacy, was  
born in Wadowice, a small city 50 kilometres from Cracow, on 
May 18, 1920. He was the second of two sons born to Karol 
Wojtyla and Emilia Kaczorowska. His mother died in 1929. He 
made his First Holy Communion at age 9 and was confirmed at 18. 
Upon graduation from Marcin Wadowita high school in Wadowice, 
he enrolled in Cracow's Jagiellonian University in 1938 and in a 
school for drama. The Nazi occupation forces closed the university 
in 1939 and young Karol had to work in a quarry (1940-1944) and 
then in the Solvay chemical factory to earn his living and to avoid 
being deported to Germany. In 1942, aware of his call to the 
priesthood, he began courses in the clandestine seminary of 
Cracow, run by Cardinal Adam Stefan Sapieha, archbishop of 
Cracow. After the Second World War, he continued his studies in 
the major seminary of Cracow, once it had re-opened, and in the 
faculty of theology of the Jagiellonian University, until his priestly 
ordination in Cracow on November 1, 1946. Soon after, Cardinal 
Sapieha sent him to Rome where he worked under the guidance of 
the French Dominican, Garrigou-Lagrange. He finished his 
doctorate in theology in 1948 with a thesis on the topic of faith in 
the works of St. John of the Cross. At that time, during his 
vacations, he exercised his pastoral ministry among the Polish 
immigrants of France, Belgium and Holland. On July 4, 1958, he 
was appointed Auxiliary Bishop of Cracow by Pope Pius XII, and 
was consecrated September 28, 1958, in Wawel Cathedral, 
Cracow, by Archbishop Baziak. On January 13, 1964, he was 
nominated Archbishop of Cracow by Pope Paul VI, who made him 
a cardinal June 26, 1967. Since the start of his Pontificate on 
October 16, 1978, Pope John Paul II has completed 95 pastoral 
visits outside of Italy and 142 within Italy. As Bishop of Rome he 
has visited 301 of the 334 parishes. No other Pope has encountered 
so many individuals like John Paul II: to date, more than 
16,700,000 pilgrims have participated in the General Audiences 
held on Wednesdays (more than 1,000). Such figure is without 
counting all other special audiences and religious ceremonies held 
[more than 8 million pilgrims during the Great Jubilee of the Year 
2000 alone] and the millions of faithful met during pastoral visits 
made in Italy and throughout the world.” Excerpt from
